On-Site Activities at Cataract Scout Park

As Cataract is a purpose built Scout Centre; it has a number of inbuilt activities
which has a focus on the adventurous and the adrenalin rush.

Below is a bit more on some of these activities.

Caving — Are you keen to try Caving for the first time? Then try our manmade
On-Site cave. Easy to negotiate, a great start for the Caving Novice.

Challenge Valley — Test your endurance around our obstacle course, climb,
swing and drop through the obstacles, get wet and muddy as you slide under the
huge cargo net.

Dual Flying Fox — The Dual Flying Fox consists of two parallel 150 metre Flying
Foxes set approximately 2 metres apart and starts at an elevation of 8 metres off
the ground. It's a quick buzz and a lot of fun.

Giant Swing — This thing is nuts. Imagine being suspended 15.5 metres up in
the air, reaching out and taking your release cord in your hand and pulling. As
you plummet toward the ground you can reach speeds of up to 65 kph, before
swinging back and forth. In short, this thing is nuts.

High Ropes — The High Ropes course is a 10 element, hour-glass shaped
course, et approximately 7 metres above the ground. Each circuit is constructed
of steel cables, poles, ropes and wobbly logs that are designed to test your
balance, determination and agility.

Low Ropes — Same deal but lower

Waterslide — An all time favourite on a hot summer’s day.
