Requiring Pre-Moot 

Accommodation?  

We are offering Pre- and Post-Moot Accommodation at 

Heathcote Scout Camp on the southern outskirts of 

Sydney. There will be a small fee of $10 per head per 

night which doesn’t include meals (there is an RSL club 

and shops nearby) 

You will need to make your own way from your entry 

point (Airport or Central Station for example) to 

Heathcote Scout Camp.  
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Arriving on the 30 th? 
At Sydney Airport  

You will either be met at the Baggage Claim (Domestic) 

or at the exit area (International) by someone from 

Aussiemoot wearing a Moot Scarf. They will direct you to 

our buses which you may have to wait a while for 

depending on when you arrive. It is important that you 

look after your own baggage. The buses will take you 

directly to the Moot Site. It may be an idea at this stage to 

make sure you have enough cash also. 

At Central Station  

Catch a train to Heathcote and follow the directions below 

to the Scout Camp. If you are intending to arrive after 12 

midday at Heathcote, please advise us on 0449 159 291 

Directions to Heathcote  

To get to Heathcote Scout Camp, you need to catch a 

train to Heathcote Train Station which is on the Illawarra 

line (Blue on Cityrail Maps) When coming from Central, 

you are looking for services which end at Waterfall (not 

Cronulla). From either of the two Airport terminals, you 

will need to take a train to Wolli Creek from where you 

can connect to Waterfall services. 

Turn right at the Traffic Lights at Oliver Street opposite 

the Train Station. Follow this and turn left into Boundary 

Road, Followed by a right into Freeman Road, You 

should be able to see the Scout Camp now. 

For those driving to the Pre-Moot Accommodation, simply 

head on the M1 to Heathcote Station and follow the 

above directions.

Follow Route 69 toward Wollongong, this should take you past 

Campbelltown and through Appin. A couple of kilometres past 

Appin is a brown sign which directions you to Cataract Dam on 

Baden-Powell Drive. Take this right and keep to the Right. You'll 

soon see the Boomerangs welcoming you to Cataract Scout Park. 

From Canberra and Melbourne and the South  

Where the Hume Highway (NH 31) becomes the M5 Freeway take 

the Narellan Road Exit (Route 69).
